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4,000 SQUARE DANCERS "WHOORP IT
UP” IN ORLANDO AT STATE CONVENTION

The Twenty-Fifth Annual Florida
Square & Round Dance Convention
became a matter of history about
three a.m., Monday, May 29 when
the last tip was called at the
Howard Johnson’s Downtown Ho-
tel ballroom, bringing to a high-
swinging close a schedule of varied
dance activity that began on Friday,
May 26 with three Trail’'s End
dances.

In all, some 60 callers and a
score of round dance leaders were
programmed for the three night-
two day event. Although no official
attendance count is available at
this time, the Orlando convention
committee stated that tentative
attendance figures indicated that
the Orlando convention with an
estimated 4,000 dancers is a new
mark in which future conventions
will be challenged to exceed.

Innovations at the 1978 conven-
tion included varied dance levels
for round and square dancers,
contra dancing, clogging instruction
and exhibitions, a Singles get-
acquainted Trail’s End dance, and
a dedication — the first in conven-
tion memory — to a real pioneer in
American Square Dancing, Flo-
rida’'s Texan Jimmy Clossin. In
addition, two new organizations
were formed — The Florida Clogg-
ing Council and The Florida State
Singles Square Dance Association.

Teenage participation appeared
to be at an all-time high with
youngsters from the Tampa Bay
area, Orlando, Jacksonville, and
other cities providing talent for
the clogging demonstrations and
maintaining constant activity in the
teen room. Advanced square dance
workshop sessions proved popular
as well as the nightly skits and the
free-spirited after-parties that many
felt were the real highlights of the
convention.

Jacksonville’s official invitation
for the 1979 convention was a
finger-snapping presentation held
mid-way into Sunday evening's
program in the main hall of Or-

lando's Exposition Park. The Jack-
sonville dancers announced that
the twenty-sixth convention would
be held in Orlando at Exposition
Hall on May 27-29, 1979. George &
Judy Garland of Jacksonville, 1979
chairman, indicated that next year’s
convention would include more
and improved facilities for the
dancers. Hotel headquarters will
be the Kahler Plaza.

John & Esther Layne, 1978 con-
vention chairman, were warm in
their praise for the committee, the
callers, round dance leaders, and
others who helped make the
“Twenty-Fifth” the biggest in Flo-
rida's history.
