Jim took a suggestion by Jack Lasry at Callerlab that a meeting
of this type be set up. It would take a look at-where we were
going and come up with some solutions if it was felt they were
needed, The Copes of "Copecrest" graciously hosted the meeting.

The meeting covered three days from 23 to 26 Nov. In early

discussions it became apparent that solutions were needed in

most areas on classes, recruitment, dropouts and we are not

having the fun we used to have, One item kept showing up in

all digcussions, those clubs or areas with a strong mainstream

program or where the primary dance level was mainstream were not

having a significant problem with recruiting or dropouts. Most

of these clubs or areas also had a good and varied social program 1
to go along with the dancing.

Square- dancing was considered as a pyramid, with the classes
and mainstream program as the foundation. In many areas this
foundation seems to be crumbling from the lack of attention.
This can be easily checked, how many classes and how large?
Ask your corner how many years they have been dancing. 1If
there are few 2, 3 or 4 year dancers it is suggested a review
of your program might be needed.

AMERICAN FOLK DANCE

On November 24, 1985, we were appointed oy tne Florida Federation of Scuare
Dancers fo Chair the Campaign to have the Souare Dance, witn its six Cultural
Dance rorms, designated the "American Folk Dance" of tne State of Florida. Qur
strategy or Plan of action is based in part on methods used by the five States
that nave succeeded in the same objective. This plan will involve tour Phases
wnich are as follows:

Phase I - Sponsorsnip: To obtain as many Cosponsors as possiple from among the
State Hepresenvatives, to give tne strongest possible support of Hepresentative
Valter C. Young, 99tnh District, when the Florida House of Representatives places
our Fesolution on tneir Agenda. This Phase nas been started, and the Presidents
of every Organization involved, has been contacted and recuested to have tneir
mempers start collecting Cosponsors as soon as possibple.

Phase 11 - Identity: It 1s very important that the Souare Dance be identified
anu puolicized as the American Folk Dance, especially witn every State Represen-
tative. To do tnmis, 1t is imperative that every Association register witn its
County Cultural Affairs Bureau, and list watn 1t all of 1ts regularly Scheauled
Square, Rouna, Giogging, Line, Contra and Heritage Lance Events, Special Dances
and Festivais. Also our State Souare & Round Dance, Singles, & Clogging Conven-
tions. ‘There are thousands ot dollars wortn ot tree puolicity nhere and these
contacts can oring many new mempers inte our activities.

Phase 111 - History: A History of tne early beginning ana development of
ouare Dancing with its six Culturally related Dance Forms, is being prepared
for distribution to all Florida State Representatives and State Senators during
our Petition Campaign. It is important that we describe how our Cultural Dance
Forms originated from the Jigs & Reels of Ireland and Scotland, the Circle and
worris Dances and Contras of kngland and the Cotillions and Quadrilles of Italy

and France, and that we give due credit to these earlier Dance Forms for the
development of the Sauare Dance. It will be helpful for us to convince the
vrovonents of other Dance Forms that the Souare Dance is inclusive, not exclusive
and that we welcome cpportunities tg share the Stage at local and County Dance
Festivals with the D-~~~ Forms of othér Kationalities.

Phase IV - Petitions: This is the final Phase and where we must all exert our
maximum efforts. When the time is right, a Petition Form will be circulated to
all Dancers and non-Dancers in Florida. They are not to be confined only to ‘the
Square Dance Family. The completed Fetitions will then be sent to each State
Representative and Senator, for the area of their residency.

Timetable: Each Phase must be successful before entering the next. Upon the
successful completion of Phase I, the Presidents of all Organizations will again
be contacted and asked to initiate Phase II. Many members of our complete
Family wish there was something they could do personally to develop renewed
interest and help increase membership in our Clubs. May we suggest that you
make this Uampaign and its success your personal goal for 1986. Let us work to-
gether to make the spirit and intent of Crossfire a reality.
