There are several ways you can support 
square and round dancing, but one way is 
through membership in the West Coast 
Square and Round Dance Association.

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beat this price?  Even if you only go to two 
(2) Membership Dances, you’ve recouped 
your $123. 
 
Why not join a club too?  If you visit a club 
on a regular basis why not show your 
support and join the club?  Sometimes 
there is a cost savings by joining.  Each club 
has a different dues structure; some clubs 
have a small amount of dues and you pay a 
reduced door fee, others have a larger 
annual dues amount and you don’t pay a 
door fee and still others just have you 
purchase a badge.  Some clubs include the 
cost of the USDA Square Dance insurance 
premium in their dues and other clubs add 
the premium cost into the amount of the 
dues.  In some cases, the badges are part of 
the dues and in other clubs, they are extra.  
You will have to check with each club to 
determine what their dues structure is.  So 
what if you have to bring refreshments 
once in awhile or take a turn in the kitchen?  
If you have a lot of members, you should 
only have to do the kitchen once!  I know all 
of you enjoy the refreshments at the dance, 
so why can’t you help by bringing 
something for the table, and what a novel 
idea – why do only the members have to 
bring something any way?  I know that’s 
why some of you don’t join a club!  If you 
don’t bake any more, just pick something 
up at the bakery and put it on the plate.  
They do such a good job at the bakery these 
days; sometimes it’s hard to tell it’s not 
homemade. 
 
Support Association Festivals with your 
attendance.  Four of the Florida 
associations plus the Florida Singles have an 
annual festival.  These festivals are held for

doing all that work so they can “go in the 
hole” financially!  Some associations have a 
festival to raise money for their treasury, 
West Coast has their Fall Fun Fest to raise 
funds to publish the West Coast Dancer and 
the Florida Singles has their festival to bring 
all the Florida singles together since the 
singles clubs in Florida are so few and far 
between.
