Round Dance Council of Florida

Membership as an ACTIVE member is
available to those involved in round dance
cueing and teaching and who are residents
of Florida a minimum of six months each
year. Membership as a CUER member is
available to those involved in round dance

cueing and who are residents of Florida a
minimum of three months each vyear;
cueing may be in round dance groups or in
conjunction with square dance groups.
Application forms for membership may be
obtained from any Council Executive Board
member.

You have to be a member of the Round
Dance Council of Florida to cue at the
Florida State Convention.

Callers: if you also cue and want to cue at
the State Convention you too must be a
member of the Round Dance Council of
Florida.

The Round Dance Council of Florida has two
Weekends of Rounds, which include
workshops/clinics and evening dances, per
year. They also program the cuers for the
state convention and receive a portion of
the proceeds from the convention.

Recycling Soda Can Tabs

What do you do with your pop or soda can
tabs? Do you throw them away? Recycle
them with the can? Or take the tabs off the
cans to save? Hopefully it is the latter.

Members of the National Square Dance
Campers Association have been collecting
soda can or pop tabs for many vyears.
Chapters are free to choose whatever
project they wish to support thru the
recycling of those tabs. At the International
Camporee last July, the president of
Chapter #018, Sunshine State Pioneers in
[Clearwater] Florida, informed all that their
chapter had donated 43 pounds of pull tabs




to their local Ronald McDonald House. Two
Florida chapters who camp & dance
together, #139 Limonaders (Lakeland) and
#143 (Ocala), Florida Wheelers, turned in
their 238 pounds to their local Ronald
McDonald House as did Chapter #002, Pine
Tree in Wisconsin, whose members
donated 19 pounds to their local Ronald
McDonald House.

This year the International Camporee
Committee in  Coldwater,  Michigan
designated one table in their display area
for the collection of pull tabs. Soon the
table was overflowing with tabs in all sorts
of bags, boxes and plastic containers from
the campers! By the time the 2008
International Camporee Chairman, Lloyd &
Linda Catey’ and committee finished
weighing all the pop and soda tabs that had
been turned in there; the grand total of all
the donations was 433-1/2 pounds! The
benefactor from the Michigan collection
was also the local Ronald McDonald House.

Have you or your club started saving tabs
yet? If not, why not? It's an easy,
worthwhile project any club or person can
adopt. Any Festival or Convention should
also be able to generate a goodly number of
tabs. ROUNDALAB saved all their tabs from
their annual Convention and donated them
to us. Make some signs to ask attendees to
save the tabs, then put out containers for
collecting and see how many pounds you
can get before the end of 2009. If you have
no place to recycle them, contact the
NSDCA website for assistance,
www.nsdca.org. Maybe you can top the
NSDCA members. Keep us posted!
