LAKE CITY — COLUMBIA COUNTY ROLLS

BACK THE CALENDAR TO THE
YEAR 1864, THE YEAR OF THE
HISTORIC EVENT. The Battle
of Olustee, when we lost
many of our local family
members as well as many union
and confederate soldiers.

In an effort to not lose our heritage, the
Blue-Grey Army, Inc. sponsors the Olustee
Festival and contributes to the support of
the annual Olustee Battle Re-enactment,

which is held at the Olustee Battlefield
State Park.

The Civil War engagement

commemorated annually by

the Battle of Olustee has

always been the centerpiece

for the annual festival in Lake

City. In an effort to reflect
civilian life as it was affected by the military
perspective of the battle and its aftermath,
the Lake City Columbia County Historical
Museum has sponsored living history
presentations depicting civilian activities of
the community during that time.




Angels of Mercy
The Candlelight Drama

In 2006, festival activities at the Museum
expanded to include a walk through 15
minute candlelight drama. Friday, 6:00 p.m.
—9:00 p.m.

In this event the Museum’s Victorian era
residence transforms into a temporary
hospital as it existed in many homes
following the Battle of Olustee, when it was
necessary to care for the hundreds of
injured and dying soldiers with nowhere
else to go.

This is a rare opportunity to glimpse what
life would have been like in Lake
City in February 1864, as
the residents get their
first real taste of the
Civil War conflict with
the Battle of Olustee
and the  traumatic

aftermath.

The goal of this drama is to capture a brief
moment in time and the lives and emotions
of the people who endured those fateful
days.

The drama literally involves the audience
walking through the post battle chaos and
pathos of the struggle to treat the injured,
console the dying and deal with the dead.

Tom James took square dance lessons in
1985-86 and joined the West Coast
Association of the Florida Federation. He
attended his first national convention in
1987 in Houston, TX. During the next 5
years he did extensive traveling, belonged
to the International Square & Round Dance
Campers, “county hopped” (danced in every
county) in Florida, also danced 44 days in a
row in Florida, and got married in a square
dance wedding.

Have you ever thought of dancing as a
sport?

Webster Dictionary defines ‘sport” as (1) a
diversion; pastime; (2) a particular game or
physical activity pursued for diversion.
Based on that definition, | guess it makes
sense that square dancing would be a
‘sport’

I think all of you are familiar with the Senior
Games. If you aren’t, it is an event that is
held each year for men and women ages

10

50! and older. Can you believe there are
participants up to 104?! The Polk Senior
Games are sanctioned by the Florida Sports
Foundation and is a qualifier for the Florida
Senior Games State Championships.

Starting on January 28" until the end of
November 2009, there will be Senior Games
held all over the state of Florida. The
Florida Senior Games State Championships
will be held in Lee County December 5 — 13,
20009.

February 28 — March 15, there will be 31
different sporting events held in Polk
County as part of the Polk Senior Games.
These events will be held at different
locations around the county. Each event is
sponsored by various individuals or
businesses.

About three years ago, square dancing
became one of the events at the Polk Senior
Games. This event is held at the Lake
Ashton Golf Club in Lake Wales (home of
Shufflin’ Squares).

Since square dancing isn’t a competitive
sport, why would we want to be associated
with the Polk Senior Games? Most
importantly, because we want to bring
awareness to square dancing. This is a good
venue to demonstrate square dancing, as
many of the other event participants are
intent on living a healthy lifestyle and are
looking for physical activities to participate
in. In addition there is usually an audience
watching these events.

square dancers will begin gathering to
check-in and warm up for their event.

Stevens, who resides at Lake Ashton, and
Gary Brown from Lakeland, will be calling
for the event. The actual event begins at
2:00 p.m.

To participate in this event, your square
must enroll together. This is the only time
you can “stack your square”! The dance
levels are Mainstream, Plus and Advanced
and the level your square will be dancing
must be indicated on your registration
form. Entries must be postmarked by
Wednesday, February 11th or hand
delivered to the Polk Senior Games office in
Bartow by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, February
13",

A square can only compete in one division.
A person/couple may dance on a second
and third team but the team roster must be
at least 50% different than the other
rosters. A person/couple can not compete
on two teams within the same division.

Squares will dance one three-minute patter
call and one three-minute singing call.
Winners will be determined by the amount
of “error free” dancing. A judge will record
the time the square dances without
“breakdown” or mistake. Time consumed
by a square as it corrects dancer locations
and reorganizes before resuming proper
dancing to the calls will not be counted as
successful dance time. Dance costumes will
not be considered in determining winners.

The CALLERLAB dance program lists and
definitions of modern western square
dancing will be the vocabulary used and
dance maneuvers should be performed
according to CALLERLAB definitions and
styling.

DANCE TIP

Keep your square tight.

When you form your square, keep it as
tight as possible so that the dancers
don’t have to take as many steps and
everyone will be able to keep up with the
caller.

When promenading, dancers in the left-
hand position (boys) keep your left
shoulder close to the center of the
square so you can return home in time
for the next call.




DANCE TIP

Always know who your partner is and
what your position is.

This can be done by touching hands.
You should always be holding your
partner’s (the person beside you) hand.
Your partner will not always be the
person you started dancing with.

When you are in a line or a wave,
always touch hands with the people
beside you so you are ready for what
ever the caller calls next.

A hand hold or forearm hold should
always be a light touch; not a death
grip. In some parts of the country and
internationally, the hand hold is palms
up
